WORKSHEET 1:

1. The importer of furniture Riemer in Jena has got a sample of upholstery for chairs from a

producer in Manchester. After three weeks he orders 20 chairs. The upholstery shall look like the   

sample. The chairs are intended for a hotel in Gotha. They shall fit into the hotel in colour and 

design. The wholesaler asks the importer to send the goods immediately directly to the hotel. 

They have to be in Gotha on the 4 April because the hotel wants to open a new wing at that date. 

2.

A wholesaler who deals in tools for craftsmen sells his old stocks by auction via the internet. He needs space for new goods. He is looking for a customer who takes the complete stocks. An exporter buys the goods.


2. You place an order with a mail order business. You can return the goods within 14 days if you do

 not like them. You are offered to pay in two weeks’ time.


4.

A retailer who has just opened his business wants to sell coffee, too. But he does not know yet which sorts of coffee are bought is his area. He is offered a high discount if he buys a considerable quantity. So he arranges with the wholesaler to take a large quantity. They agree that the retailer tells the wholesaler two weeks before he needs the coffee which sort he will take and how much.  

5. In a shop you have seen a very expensive set of furniture. It consists of a sofa, three armchairs 

and a table. The seller tells you that the furniture he would order from the producer might be a 

shade darker or lighter. You do not want to bear that risk and buy the furniture that you have 

seen. They arrange that the invoice amount shall be paid in four instalments.

6.
Diana Richards inherits an original painting from her grandmother. It is painted by a well-known    painter from her hometown. Diana does not like the painting. That is why she sells it to her friend.

7. For some goods standards are laid down internationally, e.g. by the International Standards Organisation ISO. Other goods are sold by grades or you can buy average quality. In order to 

make sure that the goods really are of the quality ordered the importer can ask for a quality 

certificate that is issued by an independent institution.

EXERCISE ll 

Simon Rose is the owner of SR Ltd. Wholesaler for Household Equipment.

Decide which kinds of purchase are described in the following and mark the appropriate boxes.

1.
SR Ltd. order articles for decorating Christmas trees from a firm in Lauscha in Thuringia, Germany. They say that they must have the goods on the 1 November at the latest. Goods delivered later are of no use to them any more.

2.
Mrs Rose is pregnant. Her child will be born in March. In November she talks with the wife of one of her husband’s employees, Mrs Land, that she can take over Mrs Land’s pram in March. As Mrs Land needs the money urgently they agree that Mrs Rose will pay the money immediately. 

3.
SR Ltd. order Danish candles from Copenhagen after they have tested samples. They insist on the candles being of the same quality as the sample because otherwise they may not sell well.

4.
A retailer selling radios, TV sets and CD players sells a radio to Mr. Johnson. The retailer is ready to take the radio back if it does not work properly without a special antenna in Mr. Johnson’s part of the town.

5.
The manager of the purchase department of SR Ltd. orders 1,000 china plates. He is entitled to decide on colour, size and shape 3 weeks before delivery (¼ in February, ½ in March and ¼ in May), the invoice amount has to be settled 4 weeks after the May delivery. 

6.
At a trade fair in Helsinki SR Ltd. order a shelf from a firm in Oulu, Finland in order to test it and buy a larger number of shelves for the newly built warehouse if this shelf meets their expectations.

7.
Mr Rose is offered the complete stocks of a firm gone bankrupt in a nearby town. The goods will not be delivered until Mr. Johnson has paid the invoice amount.  

8.
SR Ltd. finally buy a piece of land for a new warehouse from a private person after they have looked at several plots - including this one - carefully and discussed the matter for some time. They agree 
to pay the price in annual instalments. The transfer of ownership is effected immediately.

9.
Mr Rose sends one of his employees to buy light bulbs for use in the office and in the warehouse. 
The employee pays immediately. 

10.
Mr Rose buys food and drink from a nearby supermarket for his birthday party. He pays immediately and takes the goods with him.

11.
Mr Rose is offered 1998 wine for private use by a wine merchant. He knows the 1996 wine of 
the same place. He places an order without having tasted the 1998 wine. He arranges payment within 7 days after delivery.

12.
Mr Rose orders plastic cutlery of average quality from a firm that imports goods from several countries in which the wages are very low. Delivery shall be effected one week after receipt of the order, payment within 3 weeks after the receipt of goods.

13. 
SR Ltd. have received new office equipment from a Swedish supplier in Gothenburg. The importer who SJ Ltd. had placed the order with had asked the Swedish supplier to send the goods to SR Ltd. 
immediately. 

14.
SR Ltd. need glass vases. They are offered very favourable discounts if they order large numbers. As they have only limited space in their warehouse they buy a large number but ask the supplier to deliver them in smaller numbers. They say they will inform the supplier 2 weeks before they need the next consignment. The supplier agrees.
