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Exercise 1. Browser’s e-mail program

Here are exercises for today:

4. Fill address book with names of your classmates and send e-mail to some of them.

5. Use spelling tool for checking e-mail content.

6. Attach image file (your photo) to e-mail.

7. Set mail’s priority as high.

8. Send mail to your classmate.

9. Reply to classmate’s high priority e-mail.

Exercise 2. Pine

2. By answering to the e-mail use Reply command and cite in the reply only questions and write answer after each question. On the Subject line should appear Re: 1.prax.

4. What is URL and what shows to us URL’s parts?

5. Are WWW and Internet synonyms?

Exercise 3. Search engines

Describe work principles of thematic, keyword and metasearch engines and give examples for each of them.

Exercise 4. Mailing lists

1. Get manual with listserver commands.

2. Subscribe yourself into mailing list test666.
3. Forward test666 readers’ list to teacher’s e-mail address.

4. Communicate through list test666.
5. Unsubscribe yourself into mailing list test666
6. Forward khk.tartu.ee mailing lists list to teacher.

7. Have a look, what kind of mailing lists are on listserver lists.ut.ee. If you find something interesting, you can subscribe yourself into.

8. Using search engines, try to find more listservers.

Exercise 5. News groups

1. Open a browser.

2. Fill your identity, mail server (this one, where your post-box is) and news group servers (news.ut.ee) fields.

3. Open a browser’s mail program.

4. Download news group list of news group server of Tartu Univerity.

5. Choose 2-3 news groups, you are interested in and subscribe yourself into.

6. Download last 100 letters., sent to the news group.

7. Read newsgroup letters.

8. Subscribe yourself into news group ee.arvutid.riistvara using browser’s address bar.

9. Find a e-mail, which was sent yesterday to the news group ee.arvutid.riistvara and forward it to teacher’s e-mail address, so teacher could see on the from line your name. 

Exercise 6. Real time chat programs

1. Students get familiar with 3-4 web based real time chat programs.

2. Half of students choose one environment and other half one different environment.

3. Students explore environment’s possibilities and try to chat there.

4. Classroom discussion about possibilities offered by real time chat web sites.

INDIVIDUAL WORK 

(5 hours out of classroom)

In the Internet course you should do 5 hours individual work completing following exercise:

Find the specific theme in the field of searching in the Internet (e.g. “Searching files”, “Searching software”, “Search engines on the Estonian government web sites”, “Searching music in the Internet” etc.) and to start to collect material from Internet.

NB! You shouldn’t work by your own, but form group’s (4-5 student in each) and distribute the obligations inside the group. 

At first everyone should search material by himself and then members of the group should unite the findings and make it one hole.

As a final result, you should have 2-5 pages text on the paper, what describes your search activities and gives the URL’s of those web sites, you have chosen to illustrate your report. Have another look to the last sentence and you see the word “report”. It means, you should perform you work to your course mates too. It means to explain what you have been looking for, where did you found it and what kind of search engines did you use and how did you use them to find most meaningful results. Somebody from your group should speak and somebody should present the most interesting web sites you have found. One person could do this or two or however you like. Your hands are free to keep course mates interested in your representation.

Send the work by e-mail to the teacher one week before performance.

All from one group will get same marks, if you don’t say otherwise (for example HE didn’t almost anything, HE should get the low one)
